The students volunteered much of their recent holiday time to rehearsals, and their tutor and director Mr Johnson
is impressed.

“The kids are extremely talented,” he says. “There were a lot of pleasant surprises during the audition process
and that talent has now been dev elopedfurther.”

The Shakespeare classic has about 30 cast members and it’s the first “junior production” BDSC has taken on.
“It was a bit of a gamble,” says MrJohnson. “The first one always is, but it’s really paid off.”

“Personally, | love Shakespeare — A Midsummer Night’s Dream is very v ersatile and | think it's something
ev eryone can identify with.”
