Level 1 . 80 credits including at least
10 literacy and 10 numeracy credits

Level 2 . 80 credits. At least 60
credits from level 2 and 20 from any
other level

Level 3 . 80 credits. At least 60
credits from level 3 and 20 from level
2 or higher
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Literacy and Numeracy will change in
2012 from 8 credits to 10 credits

2011 iIs a transition year and both

systems will run side by side but no cross
crediting permitted

Numeracy and Literacy credits can now be
achieved from a wide range of subjects
not just specific English and Mathematics
standards

Expect preparation work prior to
assessment

Students need to record internal
assessment grades on the record sheets
provided

Completion of internals IS critical to
ensure academic success



Missed assessments

Late work = Not Achieved. Manage time.
Missed assessment — medical certificate or
bereavement. Notify Whanau Leader
Special leave e.g. sport, travel can only be
given by DP, AP or Principal

Computer failure does not excuse late
completion of assessments

In case of computer failure contact teacher
and or HOLA.

Students should know when assessments
are due - year planner



Assessment Opportunities

Where possible students will have a further
opportunity to achieve an internally
assessed standard by completing a new
assessment

This will be at the HOLA discretion and 1
not be possible for every assessment

If a second opportunity is available it will
be open to all students who sat the original
assessment as well as others who were
absent for good reason

Students are eligible to get Merit or
Excellence for this second assessment.




Resubmission

Students may have the opportunity to
resubmit specific aspects of an assessment

Students will need to discover and correct
the mistakes In the assessment without
specific teacher feedback

The resubmission must be carried out
under the same conditions as the original
assessment

Students must listen carefully to all
teacher guidance and make the most of
pre -assessment guidance and tuition

Appeals

Students have a right to see all assessed work

Students have the right to appeal any aspect of
the assessment process they consider unfair

Marking errors should be notified to the subject
teacher

Assessment grades percelved to be incorrect or
unfair should be discussed with the subject
teacher In the first place

If the student after this approach still thinks

the grade Is unfair they may lodge an appeal to
thedHOLA within five days of receiving their
grade

If there is still no satisfaction the student may
appeal to the Director of Academic Studies on
the appeal form ( back of NOQF student
handbook )
